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DATA PROTECTION ACT

As a club affiliated to England Athletics, we are required to provide them with details of our members for their records.  The preferred method of doing this is for them to supply us with a computerised club database which we can simply forward to them.

However, there are Data Protection implications of holding personal information about individuals on computers.  Guideline 6, Page 94 of “The Guidelines – The Data Protection Act 1984”, September 1997 relates to “unincorporated members’ clubs” and the significant points contained in this note are as follows: -

1. An unincorporated members’ club is a club whose members contribute, usually by subscription, to the club’s funds.  Property and funds belong to the members and the conduct of business is delegated by members to committees in accordance with club rules.

2. Personal data held by an incorporated club relating to members are exempt as long as two conditions are met: -

a) All members are asked by the club whether they object to personal data being held by the club.

b) Personal data about members may only be disclosed in very limited circumstances.

This database includes name, date of birth, address, telephone number, whether you are a member of any other club etc.  Only the following circumstances would merit disclosure of personal details. In future years, they do intend to ask for ethnic origin to ensure equality: -

a) Release of data to organisations directly concerned with our club for the purposes of management.

b) Purposes which the governing body decides are necessary.

c) The publication of a list of members.

d) To computer maintenance organisations in order to repair equipment or update software.

e) To affiliated clubs or societies.
